CALL FOR PAPERS 
Plenary and parallel sessions
During the 19th WGEA Assembly Meeting, we will organize a sharing forum on experience on environmental auditing for WGEA members in the plenary sessions and parallel sessions. 

A. Plenary Session

Some guest speakers will deliver presentation and give an update on the current environmental auditing issues in the plenary session. In WG19, this session gives opportunities for participating SAIs to share their audit experience related to current environmental issues. SAIs are also encouraged to share their experience on Cooperative Audit in this session.

B. Parallel Session

In WG19, there will be one parallel session which are designed to be an interactive forum for participants.This session aims to discuss the feasible topics for the theme of WGEA Work Plan 2020 – 2022. 
Issues on plastic waste, climate finance, and sustainable transportation has been proposed to be discussed at this session. There will be opportunities for participating SAIs to share information or experience on the issues. 
The objectives of the INTOSAI WGEA parallel session are:

1. Coming up with ideas on topics and proposed activities that is feasible to be undertaken at the 2020 – 2022 work plan;
2. Sharing SAIs experience on the audits or studies on relevant issues.
The main topics for the WG19 are:

1. Audit on climate finance;
2. Audit or study on plastic waste;
3. Audit on sustainable transport;
Compendium of papers
We encourage SAIs to prepare papers on their audit experience from the topics mentioned above. We will compile all the papers submitted in a compendium, which will be sent to all participants before the meeting and posted on the INTOSAI WGEA website on an ID-and password-protected web page. 
Guidance for Papers on Specific Audits

The paper should be 3 to 5 pages in length and written in English. The focus of the paper should be on the experience, the results, and the auditors’ reflections. For auditors, one of the main benefits of the INTOSAI WGEA compendium of papers is a mean to share significant aspects of their works that are not reflected in audit reports. It should emphasize on specific andvaluable information of the audit. General information about the SAI and its general environmental auditing should be kept to a minimum. The topic is related to the implementation of cooperative audit and future workplan, which are plastic waste, climate finance and sustainable transport.
In preparing a paper, you should consider the following questions:
Background and audit planning

· Why the audit topic was important
· What scope, targets, objectives, and criteria of the audit
Methodology

· Your experiments on something new
· Findings and recommendations
· What your findings
· What your recommendations
· Were there any innovations or solutions to the environmental problem
Impact and results

· What actions were taken in responding to  the audit’s results
· Assessing environmental benefits and government’s actions to the audit’s results
Challenges and barriers
· What challenges were faced
· Did you overcome them
Lessons learned

· What did you learn
· Did you use INTOSAI guidance documents

· Do you have any comments you would like to share about your experience?
